Lifesaving and First Aid

Using the Warwick School Swimming pool, you can learn skills from the Rookie Lifeguard training scheme
including rescue techniques and scenario-based exercises. Followed by basic first aid skills including CPR.
Please note you MUST be a confident deep-water swimmer to take part in the lifesaving aspect of this
session!

Board Game Café

Play an array of different board games, including award winners and fun easy-to-learn games. We will
introduce each game together and develop tactics as we play, building to more competitive games once
practice games have been completed. Think less Monopoly and Cluedo, more Ticket to Ride and Herd
Mentality!

Animation

Learn how to create amazing stop-frame animations using the latest technology. Our highly experienced
animator will show you how to create your assets, build a storyboard and then film your own animated
movie scene! Students will be sent their final animation edits after the course, so they will have a record of
it forever.

Fun Sports

An active and social afternoon based around different sports skills, with a blend of competition and friendly
rivalry. We will play a range of games such as basketball and table tennis, with games and tasks designed
based on group size and skill-levels so that everyone can get stuck in and be active.
