In this unit, we will look at the Muslim holy book, the Qur’an. To Muslims this book contains the words of Allah.

The Qur’an is the holy book for Muslims, but it is also believed to be the actual words
of Allah spoken in Arabic, the language chosen by Allah. It is treated with great care.
Many Muslims take lessons in how to speak Arabic, including schoolchildren. These
classes are often taught in the Mosque, the Muslim place of worship.

Muslims believe the Qur’an gives information on how to live life the way Allah would
want. The Qur’an is treated with care in the following ways...

Being put on a stand when used, so it is not touched too much.

When not used it is wrapped in a clean cloth

When not being read it should be the highest book in the room
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Never being placed on the floor

Hands are washed before it is touched.
