We also ask that parents do
not park by the gates of Dale Close, this area will be blocked off by bollards to prevent parking
and reversing in that particular spot.

We aim to further reduce congestion once Covid restrictions ease and we are able to invite
parents and children to wait on to the playground or inside the field entrance before school and
at pick up times.
