Dear Parents/ Carers,
Yesterday, the Prime Minister announced that it will not be possible to resume face-to-face learning immediately after the February half-term and instead hopes it will be safe to commence the re-opening of schools and colleges from Monday 8 March. This is in response to the national public health data and pressure on NHS capacity.

If the Government achieves its target of vaccinating everyone in the four most vulnerable groups with their first dose by 15 February then those groups will have developed immunity from the virus around three weeks later, that is by 8 March. It is for this reason that we hope it will therefore be safe to commence the reopening of schools from Monday 8 March.

Education settings, as well as students, parents and carers will be given at least two weeks notice to prepare for a return to face-to-face education.

Schools will remain open to vulnerable children and young people and the children of critical workers after February half-term, as they are now. All other pupils will continue to receive high quality remote education at home. This is in line with the wider national lockdown measures to help minimise the spread of the virus and respond quickly to the new variant.

As a Federation we have had three members of staff who have had COVID and in two of the cases it was caught from positive cases in children. I really understand how difficult this situation is for all families and that home learning is challenging for all.

If both teachers in the year group become ill, we will be unable to continue with teacher led online zoom lessons and we will have to return to the home learning provided in the first lockdown for the period of their illness. 

I must stress again that you must only send your children to school if you have no other alternative so that we can protect the staff and children as much as possible. If your situation changes and you are now working part time, have another adult at home or are on furlough, please only send your children if it is necessary.  
I hope we can continue to work together in these challenging times for everyone.
